‘ Submittal of current situation notification

A current situation notification must be submitted in order to receive
the child allowance or special allowance without interruption from
June. Forms will be sent by post to those required to submit this
notification in early June. Please submit this form by post by the end of
June. Please note that the form will not be accepted at Ota City branch
offices.

‘ Months for child allowance payments

As a general rule, child allowance payments are made to the bank
account of the beneficiary in June (for February to May), October (for
June to September) and February (for October until the following
January).
